LADY FROM THE SEA- Director’s note, Jyothish M.G.
Focusing primarily on the three lead characters namely Ellida Wangel, Doctor Wangel and the Stranger, from the Ibsen’s play ‘Lady from the sea’, this adaptation aims to weave through the absurdities, the lack of understanding and the constant search for the meaning of self existence in human relationships.

 Conceptualized as one beyond space, time and names, this play presents the characters as a husband, wife and a stranger. Making the strangeness and unfamiliarity in relationships as the central theme of it, this portrayal aims to bring to fore the internal anguish, conflicts and confusions of the central characters by making use of the infinite poetic and visual possibilities offered by the medium of theatre. The utilization and exploration of numerous opportunities of modern stage as an audio-visual imagery to delve deep down into this dialogue oriented play, is the primary aim of this production. And the resulting ‘multimedia production’ is an attempt towards this aim, by creatively juxtaposing various tools of contemporary theatre.
This play, conceived as one where the deep ocean and the dry land themselves is playing as characters, is set in no definite space or time. The ‘sea’ and the ‘land’ have been conceptualized as the central images of the  play and the internal conflicts of the characters have been re-depicted as still imagery and moving visuals.

The supporting video film is a carefully thought out amalgamation of painting and sculpture to create a ‘moving space installation’. The Ibsen plays, always a great example of realistic plays also have a very deeper understanding of realism, which is being explored though various audio-visual and theatrical tools by this particular stage adaptation.
